Dentine resembles a bone, but is
harder and denser.

Brush your teeth at least twice a day, eat a
balanced diet, try to avoid snacks between meals, use a fluoride toothpaste and do not forget to visit your dentist for regular
examination and professional cleaning of teeth.

Dental caries begins with decalcification of enamel and ends in destruction of hard dental tissues. Carious lesions usually occur
in those parts of the teeth that cannot be well cleaned by a toothbrush, the molars being most frequently affected. If caries is left
untreated microorganisms can gain entrance into the pulp and cause its inflammation (pulpitis). Spontaneous severe pain is the
most characteristic symptom of pulpitis.

During the procedure of dental filling the dentist may first numb the dental region that should be treated. Then a suitable
device will be adopted to eradicate the decayed area. After this the dentist will analyze whether all the decay is removed
appropriately. If everything looks fine, the dentist may prepare the space by cleaning it, so that the cavity can be filled
properly.

Trauma may cause fracture of the tooth crown and even root fractures. It may involve enamel only, enamel and dentine
or exposure of the pulp. The anterior teeth are more often involved than the posterior ones. The most common causes
of trauma are accidents and sports. The tooth must be checked for vitality. If the fracture has exposed the pulp, it is
often necessary to remove the pulp tissue, as pulp necrosis is likely to occur.

Both intraoral and extraoral radiographs are used in dentistry. An intraoral film is placed inside the patient’s mouth. An
extraoral film is placed near, but not inside the mouth. Dental radiographs must be taken only by medical personnel
(nurses, hygienists) specially trained in radiology. They must protect patients and themselves from harmful effects of
radiation. Lead aprons are used during radiographic procedures.

In gingivitis, the gums become red and swollen. They can bleed easily. Gingivitis is a mild form of gum disease. You
can usually reverse it with daily brushing and flossing and regular cleanings by a dentist or dental hygienist. Untreated
gingivitis can lead to periodontitis. If you have periodontitis, the gums pull away from the teeth and form pockets that
become infected. If not treated, the bones, gums and connective tissue that support the teeth are destroyed.

Plaque is a yellow sticky film that is formed on the teeth and gums. The bacteria in plaque change carbohydrates such
as sugar into acid that demineralizes the tooth causing the development of cavities.




Plaque can also irritate the gums, making them red, tender or bleeding easily. In some cases, the gums pull away from
the teeth, leaving cavities inhabited by bacteria and pus. If this is not treated, bones around the teeth can be destroyed.

The general principles of cavity design depend on the structure and properties of dental tissues, the disease itself and
the properties of restorative materials. In case of caries a dentist must first gain access to it. It can be rather easy with
initial lesions on the buccal and lingual surfaces and much more on occlusal and approximal surfaces and around existing
restorations (this is the most problematic case). In all cases a dentist must ensure minimal tooth reduction, retaining
occlusal areas where possible.

Fluorides also help maintain bone structure. Low doses of fluoride salts may be used to treat conditions that cause faster-
than-normal bone loss, such as in menopause. Food prepared in fluoridated water contains fluoride. Natural sodium
fluoride is in the ocean, so most seafood contains fluoride. Tea and gelatin also contain fluoride.

One of the principal causes of dental disease among the early Egyptians was the coarse diet consumed by rich and
poor alike. Grain for bread was ground on rough stones, and during the process numerous small particles of grit became
incorporated into the flour. In addition, since the early Egyptian diet was principally vegetarian, and since the soil was
very sandy, much grit was consumed in the main dishes as well. Severe wear of the occlusal surfaces of the teeth
resulted, with consequent pulp exposure and abscess or cyst formation. Many studies have been done on the connections
between diet and dental disease in early Egypt.
